All recipients are held in confidentiality until the night of the event.  We encourage all applicants to attend this wonderful event where we experience the greatness of the Fraternity.  In the event applicants cannot attend the Awards Banquet, each applicant is asked to have a representative present and available at the Banquet to accept the award(s) on behalf of recipient(s).  

Thank you for your interest in submitting nominations recognizing the accomplishments of the Fraternity.  With your help, we will celebrate our brothers who exemplify the ideals of Lambda Theta Phi!

ELIGIBILITY

Any member of Lambda Theta Phi in good standing with the Fraternity is eligible to apply for an award in the individual categories.  Any recognized entity in good standing with the Fraternity is eligible to apply for the respective award in the organizational categories.  All nominees may be subject to eligibility verification by the Awards Selection Committee.  Brothers serving on the Awards Selection Committee are not eligible to receive an award.

PERIOD OF ELIGIBILITY

Nominations should be based on achievements for the calendar year (January 2010 – December 2010).  The schools on quarterly systems please apply as close to the eligibility period as possible. 

GUIDELINES FOR SUBMISSION

1. Each applicant or governing body is required to consolidate all nominees in one email submission package and include one copy of the ‘Application Cover Sheet’ with the final email award submission.  We encourage an undergraduate brother should be nominated by chapter leadership. We also recommend Sector, National Executive Board, or Alumni Chapter leadership should nominate an alumni brother. For entity awards, an undergraduate chapter or colony should have a letter of recommendation from the sector leadership but not required.  

2. All applications are to be submitted electronically to LambdaConvention@lambda1975.org. Each application should be submitted as a separate file within the email.  For example if an organization is applying for four awards, the email should contain four files and the Application Cover Sheet, all as separate files.  Files not sent in this fashion will NOT BE ACCEPTED.  PLEASE NOTE:  the awards committee is NOT responsible for any files lost in transit and/or any files that are unreadable by the recipient.  Therefore, it is in your best interest to send your application before the final deadline to ensure receipt and readability!

3. Complete one (1) nomination form per award nominee.  For example, if a chapter is nominating two individuals for Rising Professional, the chapter will need to submit two nomination forms with supporting documents/photos.  

4. All nominations and applications must be unique from other applications.  One application cannot be submitted for multiple awards.  Any duplicate applications will not be considered.

5. The Award Cover Sheet must be included with all applications; incomplete applications will not be accepted.  For example, if applying for Rising Professional you must include award cover sheet, two page maximum submissions, resume as required, and the optional photo page.

6. Any resume(s) should be submitted with the nomination form.

7. Photos may be submitted in addition to all required documentation for each award.  Clear, crisp, and well-lit photos are encouraged.  Photo submission is limited to three 5x7 photos per award application.  Photos may be submitted in one additional page beyond the application page limit, but not to exceed one page. 

8. All brothers consent to allow submitted pictures to be used during the Awards Gala as well as on www.lambda1975.org and in the National Newsletter. 
9. All nominations must be no more than 2 pages (excluding photos and this nomination form), single spaced, and 12 size font - Times New Roman

No, it would be a conflict of interest since committee members are involved in the selection process.

5. Do I need to submit transcripts?

No. Transcripts will not be required.

No.  Attendance is not required in order to receive an award, however, you are highly encouraged to attend and personally accept your award.  Travel to and from as well as lodging is the individual’s responsibility
